These can be seen very well on the nature
trail, from Spring Beauties to Carolina Anemones and ‘Wild Strawberries!

Regarding Prairie Chickens! - Sutton Avian Research center is conducting Prairie
Chicken research on known preserve leks (booming grounds). These are all located off the
main preserve roads. Please DO NOT tell visitors where to find the prairie chickens. We
are only allowing special groups (with reservations) to view these birds at this time, and only
when accompanied by a staff member. Your help is needed. Otherwise, the research is
affected and the leks are in danger of being abandoned.
